Jesus: Our Only Hope
“There is one body and one spirit—just as you were
called to the one hope that belongs to your call—
one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Fa-
ther of all, who is over and through all in all.”
(Ephesians 4:4-6)

The only hope we will ever have is in Jesus Christ
our Lord; there is no other hope or way to go to the
Father (John 14:6). “And there is salvation in no
one else, for there is no other name under heaven
given among men by which we must be saved” (Acts
4:12). “For no one can lay a foundation other than
